CERTIFICATE IN TEACHING ENGLISH TO SPEAKERS OF OTHER LANGUAGES

In order to make application for the Certificate in Teaching English to Speakers of Other
Languages, the applicant must meet the following requirements:

¢ At the time of study at the School of Teaching English as a Second Language the student
must possess at least a bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited institution of higher
education or professional school.

e Satisfactory completion (3.00 GPA or higher) of 12 credits of coursework from the course
sequence EPDES 930 through 960, 3 credits of which must be EPDES 930: TESOL Theory
and Application.

e Submit a completed Seattle University Certificate Application Form along with required
documentation as specified in Directions for Requesting a Seattle University Certificate.

ADVANCED CERTIFICATE IN TEACHING ENGLISH TO SPEAKERS OF OTHER LANGUAGES

In order to make application for the Advanced Certificate in Teaching English to Speakers of
Other Languages, the applicant must meet the following requirements:

¢ At the time of study at the School of Teaching English as a Second Language the student
must possess at least a bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited institution of higher
education or professional school.

¢ Satisfactory completion (3.00 GPA or higher) of an additional 12 credits (24 total) of
coursework from the course sequence EPDES 930 through 960, 3 credits of which must be
EPDES 940; Self Analysis and Improvement in TESOL.

e Submit a completed Seattle University Advanced Certificate Application Form along with
required documentation as specified in Directions for Requesting a Seattle University
Certificate.

Note: Up to 6 quarter-hour credits from an accredited institution may be transferred to
Seattle University to apply toward the requirements for the Advanced Certificate in
Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages when the following conditions are met:

1. The courses must be at the 400 level or higher.

2. The grade earned in each course must be a "B” (3.00) or higher.

3. The courses must be similar in content to the courses listed in the EPDES 930-960
sequence.

4. An official transcript from the sponsoring institution must be submitted to the School of
Teaching ESL.

5. Approval from the Director of the School of TESL has been given for transfer credit.

= COPY of your divorce certificate if your name change is from married to
maiden.

= Note: If you wish to use a degree at the end of your name, i.e. Jane Doe, M.A,,
submit an official transcript which states that such degree has been
awarded.

= An official and sealed undergraduate transcript which states a bachelor’s degree
has been conferred or awarded OR

= An official and sealed graduate level transcript which states a master’s degree or
higher has been conferred or awarded OR

= An official and sealed Seattle University graduate transcript if you are currently
enrolled in a Seattle University graduate program.
